But the batter did-

nôt even swing at the ball; he 

just took the pitch. The 

catcher made a quick catch, 

fired to second base, and the 

base runner was out by a mile. 
The commentator said, ñBoy, 

they sure didnôt seem to be on 

the same page on that play.ò 

 

Donôt we often see games 

where the players donôt even 

seem to be in the same book? 

Itôs true not only in team 

sports, but in all sorts of or-

ganizations, work environ-

ments, clubs ï even in the 

church. 

 

I praise God for the people in 
our community who want to 

live a faithful, God-centered 

life. I thank God for the con-

tinuous flow of visitors and 

new members who feel the 

presence of Christ here. And I 

thank God for the many people 

who offer their gifts and lead-

ership to strengthen our faith 

community. We work together 

to build up the church, even 
though weôre not always on the 

same page. 

 

But are we in the same book? 

 

The Old and New Testaments 

are the primary and irreplace-

able source for our life as 

Christians.

You might also remember the 

final hymn on Sunday, July 4  

was ñAmazing Grace.ò  Fol-

lowing the services, I decided 

to find out more about its ori-

gin and thought I would share 

it with all of you.   

 

The text was composed by 

John Newton who grew up 
under the influence of a 

mother who devoted herself to 

nurturing his spiritual soul.  

At her knee, he memorized 

Bible passages and hymns.  

John alternated between 

boarding school and the high 

seas, wanting to live a good 

life, but nonetheless falling 

deeper and deeper into sin.  

Pressed into service with the 

British Navy, he deserted, was 
captured, and after two days 

of suspense, was flogged.  On 

the night of March 9, 1748, 

John, 23, was jolted awake by 

a brutal storm.  On that night 

ñthe Lord came from on high 

and delivered me out of the 

deep waters.ò  Following that 

day, he became one of the 

most powerful evangelical 

preachers in British history, 
and the author of hundreds of 

hymns.  His title for it wasnôt 

originally ñAmazing Grace,ò 

but ñFaithôs Review and Ex-

pectation.ò  It is based in 

Newtonôs study of 1 Chroni-

cles 17:16-17.  For your en-

joyment, here is a nearly for-

gotten verse that Newton 

added near the end of 

ñAmazing Grace.ò  Try sing-
ing it for yourself:  

 

The earth shall soon dissolve 

like snow, the sun forbear to 

shine;  

But God, who called me here 

below, shall be forever mine.   

 

Remember what Ed said dur-

ing his sermon on : ñWhat 

the world needs now is 

Grace, Amazing Grace!ò

The news has been full of 

our record high tempera-

tures, with meteorologists 

saying that the heat wave 
may last through the summer 

and even into September. 

Power companies are asking 

customers to reduce power 

consumption. Their reason is 

to keep from creating too 

heavy a burden on the elec-

trical grid and avoid outages. 

As Christians, we have other 

reasons, as well. We need to 

be responsible consumers of 
the resources God has pro-

vided. Also, we need to 

model responsible energy 

consumption for others, es-

pecially our children. Titus 2:7 

says, ñIn everything set them 

an example by doing what is 

good.ò 
 

One major way to reduce en-

ergy consumption is to raise 

your thermostat. The power 

companies recommend 78 

degrees. You can do this 

gradually. Another way is to 

reduce ñenergy vampires,ò 

energy on appliances that are 

not even turned on (standby 

power). This accounts for 5%-
10% of residential electricity 

consumption. The average 

American home has about 20 

ñenergy vampiresò and you 

can conserve energy (and save 

money) just by unplugging 

them. Go to standby.lbl.gov/

standby.html for power usage 
estimates for products ranging 

from cell phones to televi-

sions. Finally, try to avoid 

using high energy appliances 

(like clothes washers and dry-

ers) between 2 PM and 8 PM, 

when energy demand is high-

est. 

 

Enough people using power 

responsibly can make a huge 
difference not only during this 

heat wave, but in future years 

as well.
